The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
Section 1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund the sum of two 7 

million sixty-six thousand seven hundred thirty-three dollars ($2,066,733) for fiscal year 8 
1989-90 and the sum of four million one hundred thirty-three thousand four hundred 9 
sixty-five dollars ($4,133,465) for fiscal year 1990-91 to the Division of Mental Health, 10 
Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services, Department of Human Resources 11 
for the continued development of services in accordance with the Child Mental Health 12 
Plan presented in the 1987 Report of the Mental Health Study Commission and 13 
approved by the 1987 Session of the General Assembly. 14 

Sec. 2.  This act shall become effective July 1, 1989. 15
