A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO PROVIDE THAT AN EMPLOYEE IS NOT DISQUALIFIED FOR
UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS WHEN THE EMPLOYER FILES FOR
BANKRUPTCY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. G.S. 96-14 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read:

"(1B) Where an employer files for bankruptcy, the employee shall be deemed to
have left work involuntarily, and the leaving shall be deemed to have been for good
cause for a reason attributable to the employer."

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon ratification.
