MULTISTATE CORPORATIONS TO THIS STATE.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. G.S. 105-130.4(1) reads as rewritten:
"(1)  All business income of corporations other than public utilities and excluded
corporations shall be apportioned to this State by multiplying the income by a fraction,

the numerator of which is the property factor plus the payroll factor plus twiee—the sales
factor and the denomlnator of Wthh is three %&prewded—that—wher%&%sales—faete;

one or more of these factors does not exist, the denommator of the fractlon shall be the

number of existing factors."
Sec. 2. This act is effective for taxable years beginning on or after January 1,

1991.
