The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  G.S. 114-10.1(c) reads as rewritten: 6 

"(c) The Attorney General, after consultation with participating agencies, shall 7 
adopt rules and regulations governing the organization and administration of the Police 8 
Information Network, including rules and regulations governing the types of 9 
information relating to the administration of criminal justice to be entered into the 10 
system, and who shall have access to such information. The rules and regulations 11 
governing access to the Police Information Network shall not prohibit an attorney who 12 
has entered a criminal proceeding in accordance with G.S. 15A-141 from obtaining 13 
information relevant to that criminal proceeding. The rules and regulations governing 14 
access to the Police Information Network shall not prohibit an attorney who represents a 15 
person in adjudicatory or dispositional proceedings for an infraction from obtaining the 16 
person's driving record or criminal history. The Attorney General may call upon the 17 
Governor's Committee on Law and Order for advice and such other assistance that the 18 
Committee may be authorized to render." 19 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 20
