SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 1709

A JOINT RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE CONFIRMATION OF THE
APPOINTMENT OF HUGH WELLS MADE BY THE GOVERNOR TO
MEMBERSHIP ON THE NORTH CAROLINA UTILITIES COMMISSION.

Whereas, under the provisions of G.S. 62-10 appointments made by the
Governor to membership on the North Carolina Utilities Commission are subject to
confirmation by the General Assembly by joint resolution; and

Whereas, a vacancy has occurred on the North Carolina Utilities Commission
because of the resignation of John Thomas; and

Whereas, the Governor has submitted to the presiding officers of the House of
Representatives and the Senate, the name of his appointee to serve the remainder of the
unexpired term on the North Carolina Utilities Commission of John Thomas, which will
expire June 30, 2001;

Now, therefore, be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

Section 1. The appointment of Hugh Wells to the North Carolina Utilities
Commission for a term to expire June 30, 2001, is confirmed.
Sec. 2. This resolution is effective upon ratification.
