The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  Article 1 of Chapter 75 of the General Statutes is amended by 7 

adding a new section to read: 8 
"§ 75-36. Disclosure of  credit card information prohibited.  9 

(a) No person, firm, association, or corporation engaged in commerce shall, in 10 
connection with any sale of goods or services to a consumer in which the consumer 11 
pays by credit card, print or cause to be printed on any receipt for the sale the credit card 12 
number in its entirety. 13 

(b) A violation of this section is an unfair trade practice under G.S. 75-1.1." 14 
SECTION 2.   This act becomes effective January 1, 2004, and applies to 15 

any sale of goods or services that occurs on or after that date. 16
