The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 14-177 reads as rewritten:
"8 14-177. Crime-againstnature-Prohibit certain sex act.
If any person shall commit the crime against rature—with—mankind-orbeast—he
nature with a beast, the person shall be punished as a Class | felon."
SECTION 2. G.S. 14-203 reads as rewritten:
"8 14-203. Definition of terms.
The term "prostitution™ shall be construed to include the offering or receiving of the
body for sexual—intercourse—for—hire,—indiscriminate sexual intercourse, vaginal
intercourse, cunnlllnqus feIIatlo anallnqus or anal intercourse for hlre end—s—ha“—alse—lee

mtereeepse—mtheet—h#e The term "aSS|gnat|on" shall be construed to mclude the
making of any appointment or engagement for prostitution or any act in furtherance of
such appointment or engagement."

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law.
