SECTION 2.  The district court judgeship established for District Court 5 

District 9C authorized by this act shall be filled by election in the 2008 election for a 6 
four-year term commencing January 1, 2009. 7 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 7A-200 reads as rewritten: 8 
"§ 7A-200.  District and set of districts defined; chief district court judges and their 9 

authority. 10 
(a) In this section: 11 

(1) "District" means any district court district established by G.S. 7A-133 12 
which consists exclusively of one or more entire counties; 13 

(2) "Set of districts" means any set of two or more district court districts 14 
established under G.S. 7A-133, none of which consists exclusively of 15 
one or more entire counties, but both or all of which include territory 16 
from the same county or counties and together comprise all of the 17 
territory of that county or those counties; "set of districts" also means a 18 
set of three district court districts in four counties, one consisting of all 19 
four counties and the other two consisting of one or two entire counties 20 
and parts of another county; and 21 

(3) "Chief district court judge" means in the case of a set of districts, the 22 
chief district court judge for those districts, designated by the chief 23 
justice from among the district court judges for the districts in the set 24 
of districts. 25 

(b) Whenever by law a duty is imposed upon the chief district court judge, it 26 
means for a set of districts the chief district court judge designated under subsection 27 
(a)(3) of this section." 28 

SECTION 4.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 29 
Department the sum of eighty thousand eight hundred twenty dollars ($80,820) for the 30 
2008-2009 fiscal year to fund the additional district court judgeship authorized by this 31 
act. 32 

SECTION 5.  This act becomes effective January 1, 2009, but applies to the 33 
2008 election as provided in the terms of the act. 34
