AN ACT TO INSTITUTE TRADITIONAL JURISDICTIONAL BOUNDARIES FOR LAW
ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES IN IREDELL COUNTY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Chapter 330 of the 1971 Session Laws is repealed.

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law. Prosecutions for offenses
occurring outside the territorial jurisdiction of a local law enforcement agency before the
effective date of this act are not abated or affected by this act, and the statutes that would be
applicable but for this act remain applicable to those prosecutions.
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
