AN ACT TO ADD THE VILLAGE OF MARVIN TO THE TOWNS THAT MAY
REGULATE GOLF CARTS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. This act applies to the Town of Marvin only.

SECTION 2. Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 20-50 and G.S. 20-54, a town
may, by ordinance, regulate the operation of golf carts on any public street or highway within
the city limits, or on any property owned or leased by the city.

By ordinance, a city may require the registration of golf carts, charge a fee for the
registration, specify who is authorized to operate golf carts, and specify the required equipment,
load limits, and the hours and methods of operation of golf carts.

No golf cart may be operated on any street or highway with a posted speed limit
greater than 35 miles per hour.

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law.
