AN ACT TO AMEND THE UNIFORM INTERSTATE FAMILY SUPPORT ACT (UIFSA). 2 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.  Chapter 52C of the General Statutes reads as rewritten: 4

"§ 52C-1-101.  Definitions. 10 

As used in this Article, unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the term:Chapter: 11 

(1) "Child" means an individual, whether over or under the age of majority, who 12 

is or is alleged to be owed a duty of support by the individual's parent or who 13 

is or is alleged to be the beneficiary of a support order directed to the parent. 14 

(2) "Child support order" means a support order for a child, including a child 15 

who has attained the age of majority under the law of the issuing state.state 16 

or foreign country. 17 

(2a) "Convention" means the Convention on the International Recovery of Child 18 

Support and Other Forms of Family Maintenance, concluded at The Hague 19 

on November 23, 2007. 20 

(2b) "Department" means the North Carolina Department of Health and Human 21 

Services, Division of Social Services. 22 

(3) "Duty of support" means an obligation imposed or imposable by law to 23 

provide support for a child, spouse, or former spouse, including an 24 

unsatisfied obligation to provide support. 25 

(3a) "Foreign country" means a country, including a political subdivision thereof, 26 

other than the United States, that authorizes the issuance of support orders 27 

and: 28 

a. Which has been declared under the law of the United States to be a 29 

foreign reciprocating country; 30 

b. Which has established a reciprocal arrangement for child support 31 

with this state as provided in G.S. 52C-3-308; 32 

c. Which has enacted a law or established procedures for the issuance 33 

and enforcement of support orders which are substantially similar to 34 

the procedures under this Chapter; or 35 

d. In which the Convention is in force with respect to the United States. 36 
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(3b) "Foreign support order" means a support order of a foreign tribunal. 1 

(3c) "Foreign tribunal" means a court, administrative agency, or quasi-judicial 2 

entity of a foreign country which is authorized to establish, enforce, or 3 

modify support orders or to determine parentage of a child. The term 4 

includes a competent authority under the Convention. 5 

(4) "Home state" means the state or foreign country in which a child lived with a 6 

parent or a person acting as parent for at least six consecutive months 7 

immediately preceding the time of filing of a petition or comparable 8 

pleading for support and, if a child is less than six-months old, the state or 9 

foreign country in which the child lived from birth with any of them. A 10 

period of temporary absence of any of them is counted as part of the 11 

six-month or other period. 12 

(5) "Income" includes earnings or other periodic entitlements to money from 13 

any source and any other property subject to withholding for support under 14 

the law of this State.state. 15 

(6) "Income-withholding order" means an order or other legal process directed 16 

to a payer of incomean obligor's employer, other debtor, or payor as defined 17 

under Chapter 110 of the General Statutes, to withhold support from the 18 

income of the obligor. 19 

(7) "Initiating state" means a state from which a proceeding is forwarded or in 20 

which a proceeding is filed for forwarding to a responding state under this 21 

Act or a law or procedure substantially similar to this Act, the Uniform 22 

Reciprocal Enforcement of Support Act, or the Revised Uniform Reciprocal 23 

Enforcement of Support Act. 24 

(8) "Initiating tribunal" means the authorized tribunal in an initiating 25 

state.tribunal of a state or foreign country from which a petition or 26 

comparable pleading is forwarded or in which a petition or comparable 27 

pleading is filed for forwarding to another state or foreign country. 28 

(8a) "Issuing foreign country" means the foreign country in which a tribunal 29 

issues a support order or a judgment determining parentage of a child. 30 

(9) "Issuing state" means the state in which a tribunal issues a support order or 31 

renders a judgment determining parentage.parentage of a child. 32 

(10) "Issuing tribunal" means the tribunal of a state or foreign country that issues 33 

a support order or renders a judgment determining parentage.parentage of a 34 

child. 35 

(11) "Law" includes decisional and statutory law and rules and regulations having 36 

the force of law. 37 

(12) "Obligee" means: 38 

a. An individual to whom a duty of support is or is alleged to be owed 39 

or in whose favor a support order has been issued or a judgment 40 

determining parentage of a child has been rendered;issued; 41 

b. A state foreign country, state, or political subdivision of a state to 42 

which the rights under a duty of support or support order have been 43 

assigned or which has independent claims based on financial 44 

assistance provided to an individual obligee; orobligee in place of 45 

child support; 46 

c. An individual seeking a judgment determining parentage of the 47 

individual's child.child; or 48 

d. A person that is a creditor in a proceeding under Article 7 of this 49 

Chapter. 50 
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(13) "Obligor" means an individual,individual who, or the estate of a 1 

decedent:decedent that: 2 

a. Who owesOwes or is alleged to owe a duty of support; 3 

b. Who isIs alleged but has not been adjudicated to be a parent of a 4 

child; or 5 

c. Who isIs liable under a support order.order; or 6 

d. Is a debtor in a proceeding under Article 7 of this Chapter. 7 

(13a) "Outside this state" means a location in another state or country other than 8 

the United States, whether or not the country is a foreign country. 9 

(13b) "Person" means an individual, corporation, business trust, estate, trust, 10 

partnership, limited liability company, association, joint venture, public 11 

corporation, government or governmental subdivision, agency, or 12 

instrumentality, or any other legal or commercial entity. 13 

(13c) "Record" means information that is inscribed on a tangible medium or that is 14 

stored in an electronic or other medium and is retrievable in perceivable 15 

form. 16 

(14) "Register" means to file in a tribunal of this state a support order or 17 

judgment determining paternity in the appropriate location for the recording 18 

or filing of foreign judgments generally or foreign support orders 19 

specifically.parentage of a child issued in another state or a foreign country. 20 

(15) "Registering tribunal" means a tribunal in which a support order or judgment 21 

determining parentage of a child is registered. 22 

(16) "Responding state" means a state in which a proceeding petition or 23 

comparable pleading for support or to determine parentage of a child is filed 24 

or to which a proceeding petition or comparable pleading is forwarded for 25 

filing from an initiating state under this Act or a law or procedure 26 

substantially similar to this Act, the Uniform Reciprocal Enforcement of 27 

Support Act, or the Revised Uniform Reciprocal Enforcement of Support 28 

Act.another state or a foreign country. 29 

(17) "Responding tribunal" means the authorized tribunal in a responding 30 

state.state or a foreign country. 31 

(18) "Spousal-support order" means a support order for a spouse or former spouse 32 

of the obligor. 33 

(19) "State" means a state of the United States, the District of Columbia, Puerto 34 

Rico, the United States Virgin Islands, or any territory or insular possession 35 

subject tounder the jurisdiction of the United States. The term 36 

includes:includes an Indian nation or tribe. 37 

a. An Indian tribe; and 38 

b. A foreign jurisdiction that has enacted a law or established 39 

procedures for issuance and enforcement of support orders which are 40 

substantially similar to the procedures under this Act, the Uniform 41 

Reciprocal Enforcement of Support Act, or the Revised Uniform 42 

Reciprocal Enforcement of Support Act. 43 

(20) "Support enforcement agency" means a public official official, governmental 44 

entity, or private agency authorized to seek:to: 45 

a. Enforcement Seek enforcement of support orders or duties of 46 

support; 47 

b. Establishment Seek establishment or modification of child support; 48 

c. Determination of parentage; orRequest determination of parentage of 49 

a child; 50 

d. To Attempt to locate obligors or their assets.assets; or 51

e. Request determination of the controlling child support order. 1 

(21) "Support order" means a judgment, decree, or order, decision, or directive, 2 

whether temporary, final, or subject to modification, issued in a state or a 3 

foreign country for the benefit of a child, a spouse, or a former spouse, 4 

which provides for monetary support, health care, arrears,arrearages, 5 

retroactive support, or reimbursement, andreimbursement for financial 6 

assistance provided to an individual obligee in place of child support. The 7 

term may include related costs and fees, interest, income withholding, 8 

automatic adjustment, reasonable attorneys' fees, and other relief. 9 

(22) "Tribunal" means a court, administrative agency, or quasi-judicial entity 10 

authorized to establish, enforce, or modify support orders or to determine 11 

paternity, except that, for matters heard in this State, tribunal means the 12 

General Court of Justice, District Court Division.parentage of a child. 13 

"§ 52C-1-102.  District court has jurisdiction under this Act.State tribunal and support 14 

enforcement agency. 15 
(a) The General Court of Justice, District Court Division Division, is the court 16 

authorized to hear matters under this Act.tribunal of this state. 17 

(b) The Department and the county child support agencies under G.S. 110-141 are the 18 

support enforcement agencies of this state. 19 

"§ 52C-1-103.  Remedies.Remedies cumulative. 20 

(a) Remedies provided by this Act Chapter are cumulative and do not affect the 21 

availability of remedies under other law.law or the recognition of a foreign support order on the 22 

basis of comity. 23 

(b) This Chapter does not: 24 

(1) Provide the exclusive method of establishing or enforcing a support order 25 

under the law of this state; or 26 

(2) Grant a tribunal of this state jurisdiction to render judgment or issue an order 27 

relating to child custody or visitation in a proceeding under this Chapter. 28 

"§ 52C-1-104.  Application of Chapter to resident of foreign country and foreign support 29 

proceeding. 30 
(a) A tribunal of this state shall apply Articles 1 through 6 and, as applicable, Article 7 31 

of this Chapter, to a support proceeding involving: 32 

(1) A foreign support order; 33 

(2) A foreign tribunal; or 34 

(3) An obligee, obligor, or child residing in a foreign country. 35 

(b) A tribunal of this state that is requested to recognize and enforce a support order on 36 

the basis of comity may apply the procedural and substantive provisions of Articles 1 through 6 37 

of this Chapter. 38 

(c) Article 7 of this Chapter applies only to a support proceeding under the Convention. 39 

In such a proceeding, if a provision of Article 7 is inconsistent with Articles 1 through 6 of this 40 

Chapter, Article 7 controls. 41

"Part 1.  Extended Personal Jurisdiction. 44 

"§ 52C-2-201.  Bases for jurisdiction over nonresident. 45 

(a) In a proceeding to establish, enforce, or modifyestablish or enforce a support order 46 

or to determine parentage,parentage of a child, a tribunal of this State state may exercise 47 

personal jurisdiction over a nonresident individual or the individual's guardian or conservator 48 

if: 49 

(1) The individual is personally served with a summons and complaint within 50 

this State;state; 51 
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(2) The individual submits to the jurisdiction of this State state by consent, 1 

consent in a record, by entering a general appearance, or by filing a 2 

responsive document having the effect of waiving any contest to personal 3 

jurisdiction; 4 

(3) The individual resided with the child in this State;state; 5 

(4) The individual resided in this State state and provided prenatal expenses or 6 

support for the child; 7 

(5) The child resides in this State state as a result of the acts or directives of the 8 

individual; 9 

(6) The individual engaged in sexual intercourse in this State state and the child 10 

may have been conceived by that act of intercourse; or 11 

(7) The individual asserted paternity in an affidavit which has been filed with 12 

the clerk of superior court; or 13 

(8) There is any other basis consistent with the constitutions of this State state 14 

and the United States for the exercise of personal jurisdiction. 15 

(b) The bases of personal jurisdiction set forth in subsection (a) of this section or in any 16 

other law of this state may not be used to acquire personal jurisdiction for a tribunal of the state 17 

to modify a child support order of another state unless the requirements of G.S. 52C-6-611 are 18 

met, or, in the case of a foreign support order, unless the requirements of G.S. 52C-6-615 are 19 

met. 20 

"§ 52C-2-202.  Procedure when exercising jurisdiction over nonresident.Duration of 21 

personal jurisdiction. 22 
A court of this State exercising personal jurisdiction over a nonresident under 23 

G.S. 52C-2-201 may apply G.S. 52C-3-315 to receive evidence from another state, and 24 

G.S. 52C-3-317 to obtain discovery through a tribunal of another state. In all other respects, 25 

Articles 3 through 7 of this Chapter do not apply and the tribunal shall apply the procedural and 26 

substantive law of this State, including the rules on choice of law other than those established 27 

by this Chapter. 28 

Personal jurisdiction acquired by a tribunal of this state in a proceeding under this Chapter 29 

or other law of this state relating to a support order continues as long as a tribunal of this state 30 

has continuing, exclusive jurisdiction to modify its order or continuing jurisdiction to enforce 31 

its order as provided by G.S. 52C-2-205, 52C-2-206, and 52C-2-211. 32 

"Part 2.  Proceedings Involving Two or More States. 33 

"§ 52C-2-203.  Initiating and responding tribunal of state. 34 

Under this Chapter, a tribunal of this State state may serve as an initiating tribunal to 35 

forward proceedings to a tribunal of another state and as a responding tribunal for proceedings 36 

initiated in another state.state or foreign country. 37 

"§ 52C-2-204.  Simultaneous proceedings in another state.proceedings. 38 

(a) A tribunal of this State state may exercise jurisdiction to establish a support order if 39 

the petition or comparable pleading is filed after a petition or comparable pleading is filed in 40 

another state or foreign country only if: 41 

(1) The petition or comparable pleading in this State state is filed before the 42 

expiration of the time allowed in the other state or the foreign country for 43 

filing a responsive pleading challenging the exercise of jurisdiction by the 44 

other state;state or the foreign country; 45 

(2) The contesting party timely challenges the exercise of jurisdiction in the 46 

other state;state or the foreign country; and 47 

(3) If relevant, this State state is the home state of the child. 48 

(b) A tribunal of this State state may not exercise jurisdiction to establish a support 49 

order if the petition or comparable pleading is filed before a petition or comparable pleading is 50 

filed in another state or a foreign country if: 51 
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(1) The petition or comparable pleading in the other state or foreign country is 1 

filed before the expiration of the time allowed in this State state for filing a 2 

responsive pleading challenging the exercise of jurisdiction by this 3 

State;state; 4 

(2) The contesting party timely challenges the exercise of jurisdiction in this 5 

State;state; and 6 

(3) If relevant, the other state or foreign country is the home state of the child. 7 

"§ 52C-2-205.  Continuing, exclusive jurisdiction.jurisdiction to modify child support 8 

order. 9 
(a) A tribunal of this State issuingstate that has issued a child support order consistent 10 

with the law of this State state has and shall exercise continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over ato 11 

modify its child support order:order if the order is the controlling order and: 12 

(1) As long as this State remainsAt the time of the filing of a request for 13 

modification, this state is the residence of the obligor, the individual obligee, 14 

or the child for whose benefit the support order is issued; or 15 

(2) Until all of the parties who are individuals have filed written consents with 16 

the tribunal of this State for a tribunal of another state to modify the order 17 

and assume continuing, exclusive jurisdiction.Even if this state is not the 18 

residence of the obligor, the individual obligee, or the child for whose 19 

benefit the support order is issued, the parties consent in a record or in open 20 

court that the tribunal of this state may continue to exercise jurisdiction to 21 

modify its order. 22 

(b) A tribunal of this State issuingstate that has issued a child support order consistent 23 

with the law of this State state may not exercise its continuing continuing, exclusive 24 

jurisdiction to modify the order if the order has been modified by a tribunal of another state 25 

pursuant to a law substantially similar to this Chapter.if: 26 

(1) All of the parties who are individuals file consent in a record with the 27 

tribunal of this state that a tribunal of another state that has jurisdiction over 28 

at least one of the parties who is an individual or that is located in the state 29 

of residence of the child may modify that order and assume continuing, 30 

exclusive jurisdiction; or 31 

(2) Its order is not the controlling order. 32 

(c) If a child support order of this State is modified by a tribunal of another state 33 

pursuant to a law substantially similar to this Chapter, a tribunal of this State loses its 34 

continuing, exclusive jurisdiction with regard to prospective enforcement of the order issued in 35 

this State, and may only: 36 

(1) Enforce the order that was modified as to amounts accruing before the 37 

modification; 38 

(2) Enforce nonmodifiable aspects of that order; and 39 

(3) Provide other appropriate relief for violations of that order which occurred 40 

before the effective date of the modification. 41 

(d) A tribunal of this State shall recognize the continuing, exclusive jurisdiction ofIf a 42 

tribunal of another state which has issued a child support order pursuant to the Uniform 43 

Interstate Family Support Act or a law substantially similar to this Chapter.that Act that 44 

modifies a child support order of a tribunal of this state, tribunals of this state shall recognize 45 

the continuing, exclusive jurisdiction of the tribunal of the other state. 46 

(d1) A tribunal of this state that lacks continuing, exclusive jurisdiction to modify a child 47 

support order may serve as an initiating tribunal to request a tribunal of another state to modify 48 

a support order issued in that state. 49 

(e) A temporary support order issued ex parte or pending resolution of a jurisdictional 50 

conflict does not create continuing, exclusive jurisdiction in the issuing tribunal. 51 
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(f) A tribunal of this State issuing a support order consistent with the law of this State 1 

has continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over a spousal support order throughout the existence of 2 

the support obligation. A tribunal of this State may not modify a spousal support order issued 3 

by a tribunal of another state having continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over that order under the 4 

law of that state. 5 

"§ 52C-2-206.  Enforcement and modification of support order by tribunal having 6 

continuing jurisdiction.Continuing jurisdiction to enforce child support order. 7 
(a) A tribunal of this State state that has issued a child support order consistent with the 8 

law of this state may serve as an initiating tribunal to request a tribunal of another state to 9 

enforce or modify a support order issued in that state.enforce: 10 

(1) The order if the order is the controlling order and has not been modified by a 11 

tribunal of another state that assumed jurisdiction pursuant to the Uniform 12 

Interstate Family Support Act; or 13 

(2) A money judgment for arrears of support and interest on the order accrued 14 

before a determination that an order of a tribunal of another state is the 15 

controlling order. 16 

(b) A tribunal of this State state having continuing, exclusivecontinuing jurisdiction 17 

over a support order may act as a responding tribunal to enforce or modify the order. If a party 18 

subject to the continuing, exclusive jurisdiction of the tribunal no longer resides in the issuing 19 

state, in subsequent proceedings the tribunal may apply G.S. 52C-3-315 to receive evidence 20 

from another state and G.S. 52C-3-317 to obtain discovery through a tribunal of another state. 21 

(c) A tribunal of this State which lacks continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over a spousal 22 

support order may not serve as a responding tribunal to modify a spousal support order of 23 

another state.  24 

"Part 3.  Reconciliation of Multiple Orders. 25 

"§ 52C-2-207.  Recognition Determination of controlling child support order. 26 

(a) If a proceeding is brought under this Chapter and only one tribunal has issued a 27 

child support order, the order of that tribunal controls and must be so recognized. 28 

(b) If a proceeding is brought under this Chapter, and two or more child support orders 29 

have been issued by tribunals of this State or another statestate, another state, or a foreign 30 

country with regard to the same obligor and same child, a tribunal of this State state having 31 

personal jurisdiction over both the obligor and individual obligee shall apply the following 32 

rules in determiningand by order shall determine which order to recognize for purposes of 33 

continuing, exclusive jurisdiction:controls and must be recognized: 34 

(1) If only one of the tribunals would have continuing, exclusive jurisdiction 35 

under this Chapter, the order of that tribunal controls and must be so 36 

recognized.controls. 37 

(2) If more than one of the tribunals would have continuing, exclusive 38 

jurisdiction under this Chapter,Chapter: 39 

a. an An order issued by a tribunal in the current home state of the child 40 

controls and must be so recognized, but ifcontrols; or 41 

b. If an order has not been issued in the current home state of the child, 42 

the order most recently issued controls and must be so 43 

recognized.controls. 44 

(3) If none of the tribunals would have continuing, exclusive jurisdiction under 45 

this Chapter, the tribunal of this State having jurisdiction over the 46 

partiesstate shall issue a child support order, which controls and must be so 47 

recognized.controls. 48 

(c) If two or more child support orders have been issued for the same obligor and child 49 

and if the obligor or the individual obligee resides in this State,same child, upon request of a 50 

party may requestwho is an individual or that is a support enforcement agency, a tribunal of 51 
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this to Statestate having personal jurisdiction over both the obligor and the obligee who is an 1 

individual shall determine which order controls and must be so recognized under subsection (b) 2 

of this section. The request must be accompanied by a certified copy of every support order in 3 

effect. The requesting party shall give notice of the request to each party whose rights may be 4 

affected by a certified copy of every support order in the effect. The requesting party shall give 5 

notice of the request to each party whose rights may be affected by the determination.The 6 

request may be filed with a registration for enforcement or registration for modification 7 

pursuant to Article 6 of this Chapter or may be filed as a separate proceeding. 8 

(c1) A request to determine which is the controlling order must be accompanied by a 9 

copy of every child support order in effect and the applicable record of payments. The 10 

requesting party shall give notice of the request to each party whose rights may be affected by 11 

the determination. 12 

(d) The tribunal that issued the controlling order under subsection (a), (b), or (c) of this 13 

section is the tribunal that has continuing, exclusivehas continuing jurisdiction under 14 

G.S. 52C-2-205.to the extent provided in G.S. 52C-2-205 or G.S. 52C-2-206. 15 

(e) A tribunal of this State which state that determines by order the identity ofwhich is 16 

the controlling order under subdivision (b)(1) or (2) or subsection (c) of this section section, or 17 

which that issues a new controlling order under subdivision (b)(3) of this section section, shall 18 

state in that order theorder: 19 

(1) The basis upon which the tribunal made its determination.determination; 20 

(2) The amount of the prospective support, if any; and 21 

(3) The total amount of consolidated arrears and accrued interest, if any, under 22 

all of the orders after all payments made are credited as provided by 23 

G.S. 52C-2-209. 24 

(f) Within 30 days after issuance of an order determining the identity of which is the 25 

controlling order, the party obtaining the order shall file a certified copy of it with the order in 26 

each tribunal that issued or registered an earlier order of child support. A party who obtainsor 27 

support enforcement agency obtaining the order and that fails to file a certified copy is subject 28 

to appropriate sanctions by a tribunal in which the issue of failure to file arises. The failure to 29 

file does not affect the validity or enforceability of the controlling order. 30 

(g) An order that has been determined to be the controlling order, or a judgment for 31 

consolidated arrears of support and interest, if any, made pursuant to this section must be 32 

recognized in proceedings under this Chapter. 33 

"§ 52C-2-208.  Multiple childChild support orders for two or more obligees. 34 

In responding to multiple registrations or petitions for enforcement of two or more child 35 

support orders in effect at the same time with regard to the same obligor and different 36 

individual obligees, at least one of which was issued by a tribunal of another state,state or a 37 

foreign country, a tribunal of this State state shall enforce those orders in the same manner as if 38 

the multiple orders had been issued by a tribunal of this State.state. 39 

"§ 52C-2-209.  Credit for payments. 40 

Amounts collected and creditedA tribunal of this state shall credit amounts collected for a 41 

particular period pursuant to a support orderany child support order against the amounts owed 42 

for the same period under any other child support order for support of the same child issued by 43 

a tribunal of another state must be credited against the amounts accruing or accrued for the 44 

same period under a support order issued by the tribunal of this State.this state, another state, or 45 

a foreign country. 46 

"§ 52C-2-210.  Application of this Chapter to nonresident subject to personal jurisdiction. 47 

A tribunal of this state exercising personal jurisdiction over a nonresident in a proceeding 48 

under this Chapter, under other law of this state relating to a support order, or recognizing a 49 

foreign support order may receive evidence from outside this state pursuant to G.S. 52C-3-316, 50 

communicate with a tribunal outside this state pursuant to G.S. 52C-3-317, and obtain 51 
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discovery through a tribunal outside this state pursuant to G.S. 52C-3-318. In all other respects, 1 

Articles 3 through 6 of this Chapter do not apply and the tribunal shall apply the procedural and 2 

substantive law of this state. 3 

"§ 52C-2-211.  Continuing, exclusive jurisdiction to modify spousal support order. 4 

(a) A tribunal of this state issuing a spousal support order consistent with the law of this 5 

state has continuing, exclusive jurisdiction to modify the spousal support order throughout the 6 

existence of the support obligation. 7 

(b) A tribunal of this state may not modify a spousal support order issued by a tribunal 8 

of another state or a foreign country having continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over that order 9 

under the law of that state or foreign country. 10 

(c) A tribunal of this state that has continuing, exclusive jurisdiction over a spousal 11 

support order may serve as: 12 

(1) An initiating tribunal to request a tribunal of another state to enforce the 13 

spousal support order issued in this state; or 14

the proceeding in the issuing foreign country: 9 

a. If the law of that country provides for prior notice of proceedings, the 10 

respondent did not have proper notice of the proceedings and an 11 

opportunity to be heard; or 12 

b. If the law of that country does not provide for prior notice of the 13 

proceedings, the respondent did not have proper notice of the order 14 

and an opportunity to be heard in a challenge or appeal on fact or law 15 

before a tribunal. 16 

(10) The order was made in violation of G.S. 52C-7-711. 17 

(c) If a tribunal of this state does not recognize a Convention support order under 18 

subdivision (b)(2), (4), or (9) of this section, then: 19 

(1) The tribunal may not dismiss the proceeding without allowing a reasonable 20 

time for a party to request the establishment of a new Convention support 21 

order; and 22 

(2) The Department and the county child support agency shall take all 23 

appropriate measures to request a child support order for the obligee if the 24 

application for recognition and enforcement was received under 25 

G.S. 52C-7-704. 26 

"§ 52C-7-709.  Partial enforcement. 27 

If a tribunal of this state does not recognize and enforce a Convention support order in its 28 

entirety, it shall enforce any severable part of the order. An application or direct request may 29 

seek recognition and partial enforcement of a Convention support order. 30 

"§ 52C-7-710.  Foreign support agreement. 31 

(a) Except as otherwise provided in subsections (c) and (d) of this section, a tribunal of 32 

this state shall recognize and enforce a foreign support agreement registered in this state. 33 

(b) An application or direct request for recognition and enforcement of a foreign 34 

support agreement must be accompanied by each of the following: 35 

(1) A complete text of the foreign support agreement. 36 

(2) A record stating that the foreign support agreement is enforceable as an 37 

order of support in the issuing country. 38 

(c) A tribunal of this state may vacate the registration of a foreign support agreement 39 

only if, acting on its own motion, the tribunal finds that recognition and enforcement would be 40 

manifestly incompatible with public policy. 41 

(d) In a contest of a foreign support agreement, a tribunal of this state may refuse 42 

recognition and enforcement of the agreement if it finds any of the following: 43 

(1) Recognition and enforcement of the agreement is manifestly incompatible 44 

with public policy. 45 

(2) The agreement was obtained by fraud or falsification. 46 

(3) The agreement is incompatible with a support order involving the same 47 

parties and having the same purpose in this state, another state, or a foreign 48 

country if the support order is entitled to recognition and enforcement under 49 

this Chapter in this state. 50 
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(4) The record submitted under subsection (b) of this section lacks authenticity 1 

or integrity. 2 

(e) A proceeding for recognition and enforcement of a foreign support agreement must 3 

be suspended during the pendency of a challenge to or appeal of the agreement before a 4 

tribunal of another state or a foreign country. 5 

"§ 52C-7-711.  Modification of Convention child support order. 6 

(a) A tribunal of this state may not modify a Convention child support order if the 7 

obligee remains a resident of the foreign country where the support order was issued unless: 8 

(1) The obligee submits to the jurisdiction of a tribunal of this state, either 9 

expressly or by defending on the merits of the case without objecting to the 10 

jurisdiction at the first available opportunity; or 11 

(2) The foreign tribunal lacks or refuses to exercise jurisdiction to modify its 12 

support order or issue a new support order. 13 

(b) If a tribunal of this state does not modify a Convention child support order because 14 

the order is not recognized in this state, G.S. 52C-7-708(c) applies. 15 

"§ 52C-7-712.  Personal information; limit on use. 16 

Personal information gathered or transmitted under this Article may be used only for the 17 

purposes for which it was gathered or transmitted. 18 

"§ 52C-7-713.  Record in original language; English translation. 19 

A record filed with a tribunal of this state under this Article must be in the original 20 

language and, if not in English, must be accompanied by an English translation. 21 

"Article 8. 22 

"Interstate Rendition. 23 

"§ 52C-8-801.  Grounds for rendition. 24 

(a) For purposes of this Article, "governor" includes an individual performing the 25 

functions of governor or the executive authority of a state covered by this Chapter. 26 

(b) The Governor of this State state may: 27 

(1) Demand that the governor of another state surrender an individual found in 28 

the other state who is charged criminally in this State state with having failed 29 

to provide for the support of an obligee; or 30 

(2) On the demand by of the governor of another state, surrender an individual 31 

found in this State state who is charged criminally in the other state with 32 

having failed to provide for the support of an obligee. 33 

(c) A provision for extradition of individuals not inconsistent with this Chapter applies 34 

to the demand even if the individual whose surrender is demanded was not in the demanding 35 

state when the crime was allegedly committed and has not fled therefrom. 36 

"§ 52C-8-802.  Conditions of rendition. 37 

(a) Before making demand that the governor of another state surrender an individual 38 

charged criminally in this State state with having failed to provide for the support of an obligee, 39 

the Governor of this State state may require a prosecutor of this State state to demonstrate that 40 

at least 60 days previously the obligee has initiated proceedings for support pursuant to this 41 

Chapter or that the proceeding would be of no avail. 42 

(b) If, under this Chapter or a law substantially similar to this Chapter, the Uniform 43 

Reciprocal Enforcement of Support Act, or the Revised Uniform Reciprocal Enforcement of 44 

Support Act,Chapter, the governor of another state makes a demand that the Governor of this 45 

State state surrender an individual charged criminally in that state with having failed to provide 46 

for the support of a child or other individual to whom a duty of support is owed, the governor 47 

may require a prosecutor to investigate the demand and report whether a proceeding for support 48 

has been initiated or would be effective. If it appears that a proceeding would be effective but 49 

has not been initiated, the governor may delay honoring the demand for a reasonable time to 50 

permit the initiation of a proceeding. 51 
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(c) If a proceeding for support has been initiated and the individual whose rendition is 1 

demanded prevails, the governor may decline to honor the demand. If the petitioner prevails 2 

and the individual whose rendition is demanded is subject to a support order, the governor may 3 

decline to honor the demand if the individual is complying with the support order. 4

"§ 52C-9-901.  Uniformity of application and construction. 7 

This Chapter shall be applied and construed to effectuate its general purpose to make 8 

uniformIn applying and construing this uniform act, consideration must be given to the need to 9 

promote uniformity of the law with respect to the its subject of this Chaptermatter among states 10 

enacting that enact it. 11 

"§ 52C-9-901.1.  Transitional provision. 12 

This Chapter applies to proceedings begun on or after the effective date of this Chapter to 13 

establish a support order or determine parentage of a child or to register, recognize, enforce, or 14 

modify a prior support order, determination, or agreement, whenever issued or entered. 15
