AN ACT TO REMOVE THE SUNSET PROVISION OF THE ACT THAT
STRENGTHENED THE AUTHORITY OF THE STATE VETERINARIAN TO

AND OTHER FOREIGN ANIMAL DISEASES.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Section 11 of S.L. 2001-12, as amended by S.L. 2003-6 and S.L.
2005-21, reads as rewritten:

"SECTION 11. This act is effective when it becomes law—and—expires—October—1;
2009 law."

~ SECTION 2. This act becomes effective September 30, 2009.
