The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. The Administrative Office of the Courts shall develop a written,
comprehensive policy for the management of information technology resources that includes
specific guidelines for the distribution and maintenance of information technology hardware.
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall report on this policy to the Joint Legislative
Oversight Committee on Justice and Public Safety and the Joint Legislative Oversight
Committee on Information Technology by March 1, 2015.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2014.
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
